What is the NDIS?

The NDIS provides services and support to people
with disability.

NDIS stands for the National Disability
Insurance Scheme.

National means all around Australia.

Disability can affect:

a person’s senses - such as their sight
or hearing

a person’s ability to move or use

their body

the way a person thinks, learns or
understands

the way a person feels, or their
mental health.

Insurance is a service you pay for to protect

yourself against problems in the future.

For example, if you get a disability in the future,
the insurance pays for the cost of your supports
and services.

Schemeis a type of government program.
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What does the NDIS do?

The NDIS pays for support and services for people
with disability.

Supports and services can include:

e help with daily life

e aids and equipment

e help to meet your goals and do the things

you want to do.

We think that it’s better if people can get services

and support:
e as early as possible in their lives

e when they first get a disability.
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This is called early intervention.

It can apply to both children and adults.

Not everyone with disability can get the NDIS.

So the NDIS helps people with disability to find

and use other services too.

We explain who can use the NDIS on page 14.
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Who works on the NDIS?

National Disability Insurance Agency
The NDIS is run by the National Disability
Insurance Agency.

We call it the NDIA.

The NDIA is a part of the Australian Government.

It was set up according to the law.

Local Area Coordinators are people who work for

our Partners in the Community.

We call them LACs.

They help people with disability find and use

services and support.
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Early Childhood Partners

Some of our partners support children with

disability and their families.

We have a program for children with disability

under 7 years old.

It’s called ECEI.

This stands for Early Childhood Early Intervention.

The Early Childhood Partners help us with

this program.
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ECEI Coordinators are people who work for our
Early Childhood Partners.

Support Coordinators

Support Coordinators are people who help people

with disability plan and use their supports.

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Who can take part in the NDIS?

If someone can take part in the NDIS, we say that

they are eligible.

To be eligible, you must have a disability that is:

e permanent - it won’t go away

o significant - it affects the way you

live your day-to-day life.

You must be under 65 years old.

You must live in Australia.

People who use the NDIS usually need support to

live their day-to-day life.

This support might be:

e help from other people, like a carer

e products or technology

e changes to their home.
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Some people can get help now to reduce the help

they need later in life.

And some people need help to:

e learn new skills

e reach their goals.

If you are eligible, you can apply.

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What does the NDIS pay for?

The NDIS pays for services and support for people
. with disability.

The services and support must be:

e reasonable - something that is fair

e necessary - something that a person needs.

The services and support should also:

@ e be good value for money
y E?i

e work well for you

o work well with any help or support you
get from other people or places, like family

and friends.
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The NDIS doesn’t pay for day-to-day living costs,

like rent or groceries.

And it’s different to other payments you might

get, such as:

o the Disability Support Pension (DSP) -

e compensation - money you might have

received if you had an accident.

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What about families and carers?

Most NDIS supports and services are for people
with disability.

But some supports and services can also be

helpful for families and carers.

Some families get extra help with

day-to-day support.

And some families use respite services.

This is when they take a break from caring

for someone with disability.
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What about other government services?

This includes:

| School |

e education - school, university and TAFE

e health - hospitals and health care

e employment - finding and keeping a job

o family support - keeping children safe and

supporting families in need.
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Education

The education system pays for:
e teachers
e equipment
e buildings

e transport to activities and excursions.

The NDIS pays for the support you might need

to take part in education, such as:

e support with day-to-day activities,

like eating or getting around
e special equipment or technology

e training for teachers about your needs.

The health system pays for:
e doctors, nurses and other staff

e medical, dental and hospital care

e medication and treatment.

The NDIS pays for health care you may need
because of your disability, including:

e therapy

e technology you may need

e wheelchairs and equipment.

Employers and the government pay for:

e changes at your work to help you do

your job
